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What is the Upton PTFA?

How do we raise money?

Examples include organising:

• 3 Lower and 3 Upper School Discos per year
• Summer Fair
• Running a 200 club
• Selling refreshments at the Rugby Festival, Discos and School Fair and other events.
• Gift Aid

The PTFA are also approached throughout the year by the school staff for financial help with school trips or special projects. Examples include: 
• £100 to Miss Case to enable a year 5 team to build a kit car and enter into a competition; 
• £500 towards transport costs to enable the whole school to see a year six performance at the Winter Gardens, Margate; 
• £253 towards transport costs to enable year 3 to visit the Environmental Centre in Canterbury.

In February 2008 the PTFA were able to donate £9,000 to the School Council towards playground equipment.
