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Bullying – 

“Bullying may be distinguished from other unacceptable forms of aggression in that it involves dominance of one pupil by another, or a group of others, is pre-meditated and usually forms a pattern of behaviour rather than an isolated incident.  Pupils may experience bullying at some point.  Bullying or other forms of harassment can make pupils’ lives unhappy and can hinder their academic progress 

(DFE Circular 8/94 Pupil Behaviour and Discipline).

At Upton Junior School we aim to operate a positive, caring approach to our behaviour management.  We try to call parents in for a chat sooner, rather than later along the discipline trail

Bullying in any form, be it either verbal or physical will not be tolerated.  We try to operate a policy of speaking out at school and encouraging pupils to tell an adult if they are being bullied.  At every stage we need to know who is bullying when, where, who and why.

We have an action station box for pupils to inform us confidentially if they are having a problem in school and Take 10 is available for pupils to talk to a counsellor about any worries they may have.

.  (We also plan to introduce a Peer Mentoring Scheme later this year).

The order of events which we may follow is:- 

· If you feel your child is being bullied, please come and talk to the class teacher in the first instance 

· Counselling of bully by class teacher, year group leader, or a member of the Senior Management Team, as needed.

· Parents of bullies will be informed with evidence of incidents.

· Guarantee from bully that their bullying will stop before they are allowed to rejoin class/break times.

· A form of apology to victim, ie face to face, letter, mediation, etc

If the bully refuses to co-operate then there are several sanctions we can  use:-

· The yellow and red card system.

· Breaktime sanctions

· Working away from victims, either alone within class, in another class or room.

· If  the bully still cannot mend their ways then outside agencies will be involved.


In the event of serious and persistent bullying, the Headteacher (and only the Headteacher) may exclude a pupil either temporarily or permanently.
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
